An outreach programme about opera presented by PACT Opera inspired Loveline to pursue a career in 
opera. Her first professional role was the Strawberry Woman in the State Theatre’s production of Gershwin’s 
Porgy and Bess, followed by the roles of Countess Ceprano in Verdi’s Rigoletto and Marlyn Dirks in Themming’s 
South African opera, Buchuland. In 2001 she was part of an ensemble which toured China and performed in 
Beijing, Shanghai and Hong Kong. 
 
She holds a National High Diploma in Performing Arts (Opera) and a Bachelors Degree in Education 
Technology obtained from the Tshwane University of Technology. Loveline has studied under the tutelage of 
Lorraine Haveman, Professor Virginia Davids, and Eric Muller.
